If chosen for influenza surveillance,
samples go through a series of
standardized tests for SIV.

. Will I know if my samples are
entered as anonymous or
traceable?

All sample results will be

reported anonymously to USDA,
unless an owner wants the sample
to be traceable. In that case, written
permission from the owner needs
to be included.

. How much will the testing
cost me?

A producer will incur no
additional cost to participate
in influenza surveillance.
